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AN ACT in relation to entitling Robert V. Vassallo, Sr. to reapply for a
disability retirement fromthe New York state police

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Notw thstanding any other provision of law, Robert V.
Vassall o, Sr., who was enployed as a correction officer with the depart-
ment of correctional services for the state of New York for approxi nate-
ly one year beginning in 1968, and who was enpl oyed as a correction
officer with the department of correction for the city of New York for
approxi mately one year until Septenber 10, 1970, and who was enpl oyed as
a police officer with the New York state parkway police for the period
begi nni ng Septenber 10, 1970 and endi ng January 1, 1980, and who was
enployed as a trooper with the New York state police for the period
begi nning January 1, 1980 and ending March 1, 1990, and who was enpl oyed
as an investigator in the bureau of crimnal investigation with the New
York state police for the period beginning March 1, 1990 and ending
Septenber 13, 1997, and who, on January 14, 1991, was critically injured
in an autonobil e accident while working undercover in an unmarked police
car, and, as a result of such critical 1injuries has been wunable to
return to work with the New York state police, and who, for reasons not
ascribable to his own negligence, has been denied a disability retire-
ment from the New York state police, and who, as of the effective date
of this act, is on regular service retirenment, shall be entitled to
reapply for a disability retirement fromthe New York state police if on
or before Decenber 31, 2019, he files a witten request with the state
conptroller to that effect.

Fi scal Note.-- Pursuant to Legislative Law, Section 50:

This bill would entitle Robert V. Vassallo, Sr., a service retiree who
was formerly enployed as a police officer with the New York State
Police, to file an application to receive a disability benefit from the
New York State and Local Police and Fire Retirenment Systeminstead of
his current service retirenent benefit.

If this bill is enacted, there will be no increase in the annual bene-
fit paid by the System Therefore, there would be no cost to the System
