AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to conpensation for
nati onal board certification for school nurses

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The education law is anended by adding a new article 20 to
read as foll ows:

STATE BOARD FOR CERTI FI CATI ON OF SCHOO. NURSE GRANT PROGRAM

8 950. State board for national certification of school nurse grant
program 1. Not wi t hst andi ng any inconsistent provision of law,  the
conm ssioner shall establish the state board for national certification
of school nurse grant program to be used by the departnent to defray
any costs incurred by an eligible registered school nurse, as that term
is described in subdivision two of this section and his or her sponsor-
ing school district, where such eligible nurse seeks national board
certification fromthe national board for certification of school nurs-
es.

2. As wused in this section, "eligible school nurse" shall nean a New
York state reqgistered school nurse who:

(a) is currently enployed in a New York state public school; and

(b) holds a valid New York state license as a registered professiona
nurse pursuant to section sixty-nine hundred five of this chapter.

3. Under the provisions of this section and subject to the filing
requi renent described in subdivision four of this section, a grant in an
anount of up to three hundred dollars shall be nmade available from the
state board for national certification of school nurse grant programto

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each eligible school nurse to defray the expenses of certification by
the national board for certification of school nurses. Such sum nmay
include the direct reinbursenent by the departnent to the eligible nurs-
es' sponsoring school district fromthe total grant award to cover the
cost of hiring a substitute school nurse for up to three days or the
duration of such eligible nurse's approved | eave, whichever is |ess.

4. The comm ssioner shall be responsible for promulgating any regu-

lations necessary to effectuate the provisions of this section, includ-
ing:

(a establishing within the departnent an application formand filing
deadline requirenents to be utilized by eligible school nurses applying
for a grant fromthe state board for national certification of schoo
nurse grant program

b) establishing a nechanismfor processing and approving applications
within the departnent;

c) establishing a nechanismto allocate rant awards to approved
eligible school nurses; and

(d) establishing a nechanismto reinburse sponsoring school districts
for up to three days of approved | eave as described in subdivision three
of this section.

5. An eligible school nurse for whomthe state pays a participation
fee shall be liable for repaynent of the grant to the departnent if such
eligible school nurse:

a) does not conplete the process; or

(b) conpletes the process, but does not work in a New York state
public school for at |east one full year after achieving national board
certification.

6. Repaynent of the grant is not required:

(a) if the certification process is not conpleted or if the eliqgible
school nurse fails to work for one full year after conpletion due to his
or her death or disability or sonme other extenuating circunstances as
may be recogni zed by the board of regents; or

(b) if the eligible school nurse conpletes the process but does not
achi eve certification.

§ 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
