AN ACT to anend the labor law, in relation to allowing an enployer to
recover from an enployee the <cost of the paynent of a fine for a
violation recorded by a traffic-control signal photo violation-noni-
toring device

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 1 of section 193 of the labor law, as amended
by chapter 451 of the laws of 2012, is amended by addi ng a new paragraph
e to read as foll ows:

e. are related to the recovery of the cost of a paynent of a fine for
whi ch the enployer of such enployee, as the owner of a vehicle, is
liable, pursuant to article twenty-four of the vehicle and traffic |aw,
for failure to conply with a traffic control signal as recorded by a
traffic-control signal photo violation-nonitoring device, and the driver
of the vehicle at the tine such violation was recorded was such enpl oy-
ee. In making such recovery, the enployer shall conply with reqgulations
pronmulgated by the conmissioner for this purpose, which reqgulations
shall include, but not be limted to, provisions governing:. the timng,
frequency, duration, and nmethod of such recovery; linitations on the
periodic anpunt of such recovery; a requirenent that notice be provided
to the enployee prior to the comencenent of such recovery; a require-
nent that the enployer inplenent a procedure for disputing the anount of
such fine or seeking to delay commencenent of such recovery; the terns

and content of such a procedure and a requirenent that notice of the

procedure for disputing the amount of such fine or seeking to del ay

commencenent of such recovery be provided to the enployee prior to the

commencenent of such recovery.

§ 3. This act shall take effect on the sixtieth day after it shal
have becone a | aw, provided that:

1. the anendnents to subdivision 1 of section 193 of the labor |I|aw
made by section one of this act shall be subject to the expiration and
reversion of such subdivision pursuant to section 3 of chapter 451 of
the laws of 2012, as anmended, when upon such date the provisions of
section two of this act shall take effect; and

2. effective imediately, the addition, anendnent and/or repeal of any
rule or regulation necessary for the inplenmentation of this act on its
effective date is authorized to be nade and conpleted on or before such
dat e.
