AN ACT to anend the public health law, in relation to creating the rura
emer gency responder live training programrevolving capital fund

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. The public health law is anmended by addi ng a new section
3003-b to read as foll ows:

8 3003-b. Rural energency responder live training program revolving
capital fund. 1. Definitions. As used in this section, the foll ow ng
words and phrases shall have the follow nhg neani ngs:

(a) "participating grantee" or "grantee" shall nean a first responder
and shall be defined as |ocal police, fire, energency services, hospital
or clinical staff, or organizations or corporations conprised of the
sane;

(b) "revolving capital fund" shall nean the rural energency responder
live training program revolving capital fund authorized to be estab-
lished by the departnent and adnini stered pursuant to this section;

(c) "live training programi’ shall nean any training program or session
at least half of which is scenario based and takes place outside of a
cl assroom setting; and

(d) "farnedic progrant shall nean the programutilized for training
first responders and nedical staff in agricultural and rural incident
response with a safety first approach through a conbination of classroom
instruction, field exercises and exposure to the kinds of nachinery,
chem cals, and structures commpn to rural or agricultural areas.

2. Revolving capital fund. (a) The departnent, within anpunts appro-

priated, shall establish the rural energency responder live training
programrevol ving capital fund.
(b) Monies in the revolving capital fund shall be wutilized for the

pur pose of making grants to qualifying participating grantees to partic-
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ipate in the national farnedic training program or other simlar
program as determ ned by the departnent.

(c) Funds shall be transferred by the conm ssioner of taxation and
finance to the departnent for deposit in the revolving capital fund in
an anount as authorized by appropriation.

(d) Mnies in the fund shall be: (i) held by the departnent pursuant
to this section as custodian pursuant to an agreenent with the conmm s-
sioner of taxation and finance until transferred to the grantee pursuant
to this section, and (ii) invested by the departnent in accordance with
the investnment guidelines of the conptroller during said custodial peri-
od. Al investnent incone shall be credited to, and shall be deposited
in, the revolving capital fund

3. Admnistration agreenent. (a) The conm ssioner of taxation and
finance and the departnent shall enter into an agreenent. subject to the
approval of the director of the budget, for the purpose of adm nistering
the funds in the revolving capital fund

(b) A copy of such agreenent, and any anendnents thereto, shall be
provided to the chair of the senate finance committee, the director of
the division of the budget. and the chair of the assenbly ways and neans
conm ttee.

(c) The agreenent shall specify that the departnent shall admnister
the revolving capital fund in a manner that will benefit the public
health by encouraging enrollnent in the farnedic program or simlar
program _in conpliance with all applicable |laws, rules, regulations and
other requirenents.

4. Specific provisions required. Upon the effective date of the agree-
nent, custody of, and responsibility for, the revolving capital fund

shall be taken up by the departnent, subject to the requirenents of its
agreenent with the comm ssioner of taxation and finance. Such agreenent
shall include, but not be |limted to, the follow ng provisions:

(a) the departnment shall be responsible for the receipt, managenent
and expenditure of nonies held in the revolving capital fund;

(b) the departnent shall maintain books and records pertaining to al
nonies received and disbursed pursuant to this section and the agree-
nent ;

(c) nonies in such revolving capital fund shall be wutilized for the
purpose of making grants to qualifying participating grantees., to
provide participating grantees with inproved access to affordable capi -
tal to increase enrollnent in farnedic or a sinmlar training program

d articipatin rantees shall be chosen by the departnent through
an application process approved by the departnent and the conptroller;

(e) eligible uses of funds so granted to participating grantees shal
include but not be limted to: (i) eligible costs as described in para-
graph (f) of this subdivision, attributable to the proposed program and
(ii) reserves for credit enhancenent including loan guarantees if
required to allow grantee to participate in relevant training prograns;

(f) eligible costs under this section shall include, but not be limt-
ed to, all material acquisition costs, wages and fees, furniture,
fixtures, and equi pnent;

(g) the departnent administering the revolving capital fund shal
report quarterly on the transactions in the revolving capital fund in a
form and manner specified by the conptroller in consultation wth the
conm ssioner of taxation and finance, including but not limted to:
receipts or deposits to the fund; disbursenents; loans or credit
enhancenent made from the fund; investnent incone; and the bal ance on
hand as of the end of the nmonth for each such quarter
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(h) the departnent shall be required to invest nobnies on deposit in
the fund in accordance with investnent guidelines neeting the require-
nents of the conptroller, and all investnent incone shall be credited to
the revolving capital fund, and spent therefromonly for the purposes
set forth in this section;

(i) revolving capital fund nonies shall be held in trust and used for
the benefit of eligible grantees; and

(J) any other termor condition as determned by the departnent, in
consultation with the conmni ssioner of taxation and finance.

5. Gant docunentation. Gants fromthe revolving capital fund shal
be made pursuant to a witten agreenent between the departnent and the
participating grantee, specifying the terms of the grant. The grant
agreenent shall be in such formand content as shall be acceptable to
the conptroller and the departnent. and may include such other witten
docunmentation and/or agreenents as shall be required in the judgnent of
the conptroller and the departnent. Terns may include rescission of
grants if a grantee does not use grant funds in accordance wth this
section or the terns of the grantee's agreenent with the departnent.

§ 2. This act shall take effect on the ninetieth day after it shal
have becone a | aw, provided, however, that effective imediately, the
conm ssioner of health, in consultation with the conm ssioner of taxa-
tion and finance, is authorized and directed to promulgate any rules or
regul ati ons necessary for the inplementation of this act on its effec-
tive date.
