AN ACT to anend the vehicle and traffic law, in relation to nmaintenance
of motor vehicle nunber plates

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraph (b) of subdivision 1 of section 402 of the vehi-
cle and traffic law, as anended by chapter 109 of the laws of 2005, is
anended to read as foll ows:

(b) Nunber plates shall be kept clean and in a condition so as to be
easily readable and shall not be covered by glass or any plastic materi -
al that distorts or obstructs the view of the distinctive nunber or
other identifying marks, and shall not be knowi ngly covered or coated
with any artificial or synthetic material or substance that conceals or
obscures such nunber plates or that distorts a recorded or photographic
i mmge of such nunber plates, and the view of the distinctive nunber and
other identifying marks, as prescribed by the conm ssioner, on such
nunber plates shall not be obstructed by any part of the vehicle or by
anything carried thereon, except for a receiver-transmtter issued by a
publicly owned tolling facility in connection wth electronic tol
col l ection when such receiver-transmtter is affixed to the exterior of
a vehicle in accordance with nounting instructions provided by the toll-
ing facility.

§ 2. This act shall take effect on the one hundred twentieth day after
it shall have beconme a |law, provided that, effective i mediately, any
rules and regul ati ons necessary to inplenent the provisions of this act
are authorized and directed to be conpleted on or before such effective
dat e.
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
