AN ACT to authorize Yeshiva Shareh Torah to file an application for
exenption fromreal property taxes for certain assessnent rolls

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Notw t hstandi ng any other provision of law to the contrary,
the conmi ssioner of the New York city departnment of finance is hereby
aut hori zed to accept from Yeshiva Shareh Torah, a not-for-profit corpo-
ration, an application for exenption fromreal property taxes pursuant
to section 420-a of the real property tax law for the 1992-1993 through
2007-2008 assessnent rolls, for the parcel owned by such corporation in
the city of New York, borough of Brooklyn, designated as bl ock 5477, | ot
27 in such borough. If accepted, the application shall be reviewed as if
it had been received on or before the taxable status date established
for such assessnment rolls.

If satisfied that such corporation woul d otherwi se be entitled to such
exenption if such corporation had filed an application for exenption by
the appropriate taxable status date, the comm ssioner of the New York
city departnment of finance, wupon approval by the city council of the
city of New York, may grant exenption fromall taxation with respect to
the subject tax rolls due and owi ng by such corporation on the effective
date of this act and cancel taxes, fines, penalties and interest renain-
ing unpaid, and nake appropriate correction of the subject assessnent
rolls.
