AN ACT directing the board of regents and the state educati on departnent
to investigate the scope of nursing education prograns and devel op a
nodel for inproved articulation of the education programfor career
mobility fromone classification to another

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Short title. This act shall be known and may be cited as
t he "devel opment of nodel for articulation and career nobility act".

8 2. Legislative findings and intent. The |Ilegislature hereby recog-
nizes the need to increase the pool of available nursing resources to
meet the increased demands on the health care delivery system The nore
complex nature of illnesses, constraints on reinbursenent, pressuring
accel erated treatnent and earlier patient discharge, the explosion of
technol ogy, and requirenments for intense nonitoring for quality assur-
ance, nmay be diverting nurses from the bedside into early burnout,
retirenment or enploynent elsewhere. The state's nursing education
program enconpassing nursing assistants, |icensed practical nurses and
licensed (registered) nurses should be better articulated for career
mobility in order to make the nursing profession nore attractive to
individuals and for recruiting and retaining qualified nurses in the
health care delivery system

8 3. The board of regents and the state education departnent, in
consultation wth the departnent of health and |eaders in nursing
educati on, shall

(1) investigate current education programs for nurses in all settings,
such as hi gh schools, vocational -technical schools, comunity coll eges,
universities and hospital-based schools of nursing, to identify the
scope of nursing education prograns in the state;
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(2) ensure that the investigation of nursing prograns be directed
toward identifying current articulation programnms, determ ning which
factors contribute to success or failure, and sharing such information
with school s;

(3) develop a nodel for articulation and career nobility to enable
nurses at every level of the profession to progress to higher |evels and
advance their professional status by integrating into a recogni zed nurs-
ing curriculum and

(4) devel op nodel s for innovative nursing education prograns that wll
encourage flexibility in classroom hours, in education program schedul es
and through satellite locations, and at clinical practice settings so
that individuals throughout the state have greater access to a nursing
educati on program

8 4. The board of regents and the state education departnent shal
present their final findings and reconmrendations to the |egislature on
January 1, 2019.

8 5. This act shall take effect inmediately.
