AN ACT to anmend the public health law, in relation to enacting the
"t obacco-free pharnmaci es act"

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Short title. This act shall be known and may be cited as
t he "Tobacco- Free Pharmaci es Act".

8§ 2. The public health law is anmended by adding a new section
1399-dd-1 to read as foll ows:

8§ 1399-dd-1. Sale of tobacco products in pharnacies. 1. As used in
this section "pharnmacy” neans any place registered as such by the New
York state board of pharmacy and registered with the federal agency
pursuant to the federal controlled substances act as well as any pl ace
in which drugs and nedi cal conponents are possessed for the purpose of
preparing, conpounding, preserving or dispensing of drugs, nedicines and

therapeutic devices on the basis of prescriptions. Thi s incl udes
retailers that operate or maintain a pharnmacy within their prem ses but
shal | not include other retailers co-located in a mall or other simlar

facility where such pharmacy is |ocated

2. No pharmacy shall sell or cause to be sold tobacco products.

3. The conmissioner shall have sole jurisdiction to enforce the
provisions of this section.

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4. |f a violation is suspected by the conm ssioner, notice shall be
given and a hearing shall occur to deternmine if a violation has
occurred. The hearing shall be conducted pursuant to the provisions of
section twelve-a of this chapter

5. If the comm ssioner determines after a hearing that a violation of
this section has occurred, a civil penalty nay be inposed by the conmm s-
sioner in an anmount not to exceed two thousand dollars per violation. No
other penalty, fine or sanction nmay be inposed, provided that nothing in
this section shall be construed to prohibit the commissioner from
commencing a proceeding for injunctive relief to conpel conpliance with
this section.

8 3. This act shall take effect one year after it shall have becone a
| aw, provided, however, that effective imediately, the addition, amend-
ment and/or repeal of any rule or regulation necessary for the inplenen-
tation of this act on its effective date are authorized and directed to
be nade and conpleted on or before such effective date.
