Section 1. Paragraph b of subdivision 3 of section 220-b of the | abor

(1-a) Wien a final deternination has been rendered against a contrac-
tor, subcontractor, successor, or any substantially-owned affiliated
entity of the contractor or subcontractor, any of the partners if the
contractor or subcontractor is a partnership, any officer of the
contractor or subcontractor who knowingly participated in the violation
of this article, any of the shareholders who own or control at |east ten
per centum of the outstanding stock of the contractor or subcontractor
or _any successor has wilfully failed to pay the prevailing rate of wages
or to provide supplenents in accordance with this article, whether such
failures were concurrent or consecutive, such contractor, subcontractor,
successor, or any substantially-owned affiliated entity of the contrac-
tor or subcontractor, any of the partners if the contractor or subcon-
tractor is a partnership or any of the shareholders who own or contro
at least ten per centumof the outstanding stock of the contractor or
subcontractor, any officer of the contractor or subcontractor who know
ingly participated in the violation of this article shall be ineligible
to subnit a bid on or be awarded any public work contract or subcontract
with the state, any nunicipal corporation or public body unless and
until all prevailing rates of wages and supplenents due from all prior
public work contracts have been paid.
