2. At any tinme after the jury has been charged or commenced its delib-
erations, and after notice to the parties and affording such parties an
opportunity to be heard on the record outside of the presence of the
jury, the court may declare the deliberations to be in recess and may
t hereupon direct the jury to suspend its deliberations and to separate
for a reasonable period of time to be specified by the court, [rRet—te

pero4d] not |lasting beyond close of business on the next day or, for
good cause shown, beyond close of business on the third day foll ow ng
recess of jury deliberations unless both parties consent to a |onger
period of suspension and separation. For the purposes of this section
where a day referred to in this subdivision falls on a Saturday. Sunday
or holiday, such day shall nean the next day thereafter during which the
courthouse is open for the conduct of trials. Before each recess, the
court nust adnonish the jury as provided in section 270.40 of this
[ehapter] title and direct it not to resune its deliberations until al
twel ve jurors have reassenbled in the designated place at the term-
nation of the declared recess.
