AN ACT to anmend the penal law, in relation to pronoting an obscene sexu-
al performance by a child in the first degree

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. The penal law is amended by adding a new section 263.09 to
read as foll ows:

8§ 263.09 Pronpting an obscene sexual performance by a child in the first
degree.

A person is guilty of pronoting an obscene sexual performance by a
child in the first degree when, knowi ng the character and content there-
of ., he or she produces or directs ten or nore obscene perfornmances, each
of which includes sexual conduct by a child less than seventeen years of
age. Not wi t hst andi ng subdi vi sion four of section 263.00 of this arti-
cle, for purposes of this section, a "performance" shall nean a play,
notion picture or dance, or a photographic session at which multiple
phot ographs are taken.

Pronpting an obscene sexual perfornmance by a child in the first degree
is a class C fel ony.

A person is guilty of pronoting an obscene sexual performance by a
