AN ACT to anend the civil service law, in relation to credit for unused
sick |l eave for enpl oyees of community coll eges

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 4 of section 167 of the civil service law, as
anended by section 7 of part T of chapter 56 of the laws of 2010, is
amended to read as foll ows:

4. Upon the retirement, on or after July first, nineteen hundred
sixty-five, of a state enployee whose salary or conpensation is paid
directly by the state, who is subject to a plan established by |aw,
rule, regulation, witten order or witten policy which provides for the
regul ar earning and accumul ation of sick |leave, and who is eligible to
conti nue coverage under the health benefit plan after retirenent, the

departnent shall determ ne, based on the enpl oyee's age at the time of
retirenent, the actuarial equivalent in nonthly installnments for the
remaining |ife expectancy of such retired enployee, of the dollar val ue

of the earned and accunul ated but unused sick | eave standing to his or
her credit at the tinme of retirement, without interest. Such dollar
val ue shall be based on the enployee's salary at the tinme of retirenent.
In addition to regular enployer «contributions, contributions in the
amount of such nmonthly installnments shall be paid fromthe state's
appropriation to the health insurance fund and applied towards the
charges for health benefits on account of such retired enployee and his
or her dependents, to the extent necessary to pay such charges. The
remai ning anount, if any, necessary to pay such charges shall be
contributed by such retired enployee. On or after Cctober first, nine-
teen hundred seventy when such dollar value of such sick | eave anounts
to Il ess than one hundred dollars for a particular retired enployee, in
lieu of contributions which would otherwise be required fromsuch
retired enpl oyee, additional contributions shall be paid for the state's
appropriation to the health insurance fund and applied towards the
charges for health benefits on account of such retired enpl oyee and his
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or her dependents until the sum of such additional contributions equals
such dollar value of such sick |eave. The renai ni ng amount, if any,
necessary to pay such charges shall be contributed by such retired
enpl oyee. For purposes of this subdivision, enployees of the state
col |l eges of agriculture, hone economcs, industrial |abor relations, and
veterinary nedicine, the state agricultural experinment station at GCene-
va, and any other institution or agency under the managenent and contro
of Cornell university as the representative of the board of trustees of
the state university of New York, and enpl oyees of the state college of
ceram cs under the nanagenent and control of Alfred university as the
representative of the board of trustees of the state university of New
York, and enployees of a commnity college as such termis defined in
article one hundred twenty-six of the education |aw, shall be deenmed to
be state enployees whose salaries or conpensation is paid directly by
the state.

8 2. This act shall take effect imediately and shall apply to any
sick leave accrued by an applicable enployee who has not otherwi se
retired prior to the effective date of this act.
