AN ACT authorizing and directing the conm ssioner of education to
conduct a study on the nunber of children who are caregivers and how
bei ng a caregiver inpacts their education

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The comni ssioner of education is hereby authorized and
directed to conduct a study on the number of children who are caregivers
and how being a caregiver inpacts the child's education. "Caregiver
children" shall be defined as students with sick, disabled, or elderly
relatives that such students care for outside of school. The conmm ssion-
er of education shall give recomendati ons based on the study's find-
i ngs. Such study shall include, but not be linmted to:

(a) the nunber of caregiver children within the state;

(b) the anpunt of time caregiver children spend caring for relatives;

(c) how being a caregiver child inmpacts the child's education

(d) the circunstances that lead to a child becom ng a caregiver child;
and

(e) any reconmendations on how to reduce the negative educationa
i npacts of being a caregiver child.

8§ 2. On or before January 1, 2020, the conmi ssioner of education shal
submt a report of his or her findings, conclusions and recomendati ons
to the governor, the tenporary president of the senate, the speaker of
the assenbly, and the chairs of the senate and assenbly conmittees on
education. Such report shall also include such |egislative proposals as
such conmi ssioner deens necessary to inplenent his or her recomrenda-
tions.
