The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraph (b) of subdivision 9 of section 22 of the social
services |law, as added by chapter 473 of the laws of 1978, is anended to
read as foll ows:

(b) Any aggrieved party to an appeal, including a social services
of ficial provided an application by any such social services officia
has not been determned by any federal agency to be in violation of
federal law, may either: (i) apply to the departnent's supervising
adm nistrative law judge, or such other individual as the conm Ssioner
may designate, for review as provided in departnent regulations; or (ii)
apply for review as provided in article seventy-eight of the civil prac-
tice law and rul es.
