AN ACT to anmend the town law, in relation to establishing comunity
broadband districts for the purpose of expandi ng broadband services

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 190 of the town |aw, as anended by chapter 378 of
the |l aws of 2012, is amended to read as foll ows:

8 190. Establishnment or extension of inprovenent districts. Upon a
petition as hereinafter provided, the town board of any town may estab-
lish or extend in said town a sewer, drainage, water, water quality
treatment, park, public parking, lighting, snow removal, water supply,
sidewal k, a fallout shelter district or refuse and garbage district,
aquatic plant growh control district, anbulance district, watershed
protection inprovement district, comunity broadband district, and in
any town bordering upon or containing within its boundaries any naviga-
ble waters of this state, a harbor inprovenent district, a public dock
district, or beach erosion control district, and provi de inprovenents or
services, or both, in any such district, wholly at the expense of the
district; but no water supply district shall be established or extended
to include lands situate within the boundaries of a water district. No
such district shall be established or extended in a city or in an incor-
porated village provided, however, that such a district may be estab-
lished or extended wholly or partly within an incorporated village on
consent of the village expressed in a local |aw ordinance or resol-
ution, subject to a referendumon petition under section twenty-four of
the nunicipal home rule |aw or a pernissive referendum under article
nine of the village |aw, as the case may be, and except, in the case of
a water quality treatment district, on consent of a village expressed in
a local law or by resolution of the board of trustees and not subject to
any referendum

§ 2. Paragraph a of subdivision 1 of section 193 of the town |aw, as
anended chapter 378 of the laws of 2012, is anended to read as foll ows:

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a. \Whenever a petition shall be presented to the towmn board pursuant
to this article, for the establishnent or extension of a sewer, wastewa-
ter disposal, drainage, water, water quality treatnent, park, public
parking, lighting, snow renoval, water supply, sidewalk, refuse and
garbage, aquatic plant growh control district, anmbulance district,
har bor i nmprovenment district, public dock district, beach erosion contro
district, watershed protection inprovenent district, conmunity broadband
district, or a fallout shelter district, the board shall adopt an order
and enter the same in the mnutes of its proceedings, reciting in gener-
al ternms the filing of such petition, the boundaries of the proposed
district, the inprovenents proposed, the nmaxi mum anount proposed to be
expended for the inprovenent as stated in the petition or the maxi mum
anount to be expended for the performance or supplying of services if a
maxi mum anmpunt is stated in the petition, the estimted cost of hook-up
fees, if any, to, and the cost of the district or extension to, the
typical property and, if different, the typical one or two famly hone,

and specifying the tinme when and place where said board wll neet to
consider the petition and to hear all persons interested in the subject
t hereof, concerning the sane. The board shall cause a copy of such

order, certified by the town clerk, to be published at | east once in the
official paper, the first publication thereof to be not |less than ten
nor nore than twenty days before the day set therein for the hearing as
af oresai d, and shall al so cause a copy thereof to be posted on the sign-
board of the town mintained pursuant to subdivision six of section
thirty of this chapter, not less than ten nor nore than twenty days
before the day designated for the hearing as aforesaid. In the event
that the town maintains a website, such informati on nmay al so be provided
on the website. Prior to the publication of a copy of the order, the
board shall cause to be prepared, and file for public inspection with
the town clerk, a detailed explanation of how the estimated cost of
hook-up fees, if any, to, and the cost of the district or extension to,
the typical property and, if different, the typical one or tw fanmly
honme was conput ed.

8§ 3. Section 198 of the town |law is anended by addi ng a new subdi vi -
sion 10-h to read as foll ows:

10-h. Community broadband districts. After a community broadband
district has been established, the town board may take such action as
may be required to adopt plans and specifications and enter into a
contract or contracts, or take other such action, for the expansion and
delivery of broadband services within the community broadband district.

8 4. This act shall take effect inmediately.
