AN ACT to anend the adnministrative code of the city of New York, the
vehicle and traffic law and the state finance law, in relation to
funding the animal popul ation control fund

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 17-812 of the administrative code of the city of
New York is anmended by adding a new subdivision 4 to read as fol |l ows:

4. An anpunt not to exceed fifteen percent of the bal ance of the fund
at the beginning of each fiscal year shall be available for the purposes
of inplenentation and pronotion of the aninmal popul ation control program
establ i shed pursuant to section 17-811 of this chapter. Such pronotion
shall include educating the public about the benefits associated with
spayi ng and neutering and where to obtain | ow cost spaying and neutering
services.

8§ 2. Subdivision 2 of section 404-p of the vehicle and traffic |aw, as
amended by chapter 577 of the laws of 2007, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

2. A distinctive Aninmal Popul ation Control Fund plate issued pursuant
to this section shall be issued in the sane nmanner as other nunber
plates upon the paynment of the regular registration fee prescribed by
section four hundred one of this article provided, however, that an
addi tional annual service charge of twenty-five dollars shall be charged
for such plate. Al nonies received as annual service charges under this

section shall be deposited to the credit of the animl popul ation
control fund established pursuant to section ninety-seven-xx of the
state finance law, and shall be wused for aninmal population contro

prograns undertaken pursuant to section one hundred seventeen-a of the
agriculture and nmarkets |aw_ except that all nonies received as annual
service charges under this section fromNew York city residents shall be
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deposited to the credit of the animal population control fund created
pursuant to section 17-812 of the administrative code of the city of New
York and shall be used for the aninal population control program under-
taken pursuant to section 17-811 of the adninistrative code of the city
of New York.

§ 3. Section 97-xx of the state finance |law is amended by adding a new
subdivision 5 to read as foll ows:

5. Notwi thstanding the provisions of this section, all nonies deposit-
ed, credited to or transferred fromany fund or source to the aninmm
popul ation control fund established pursuant to this section, including
but not linmted to, sections three hundred seventy-seven-a, three
hundred seventy-nine, ninety-six-e and ninety-six-h of the agriculture
and markets |aw, section three hundred ninety-nine-aa of the genera
busi ness |law, and section four hundred four-p of the vehicle and traffic
law, that enanate fromany resident or source in New York city shall be
forwarded by the state conptroller to the aninmal popul ation control fund
established pursuant to section 17-812 of the adnministrative code of the
city of New York
