AN ACT to anmend the workers' conpensation law, in relation to benefits
for police officers, correction officers, firefighters, and other
ener gency personnel diagnosed with PTSD

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 3 of section 10 of the workers' conpensation
| aw i s anended by addi ng a new paragraph (c) to read as foll ows:

(c) Where a police officer, correction officer, firefighter, energency
nedical technician, paranmedic, energency dispatcher or other person
certified to provide nedical care in energencies is diagnosed by a
psychiatrist or psychol ogist to have post-traunatic stress disorder, it
shall be presunmed to have been incurred during service in the line of
duty and shall be conpensable, unless it is shown by a preponderance of
the evidence that the post-traumatic stress disorder was caused by
nonservi ce-connected risk factors or nonservice-connected exposure.
Such person who is diagnosed with post-traumatic stress disorder wthin
three years of the last active date of enploynent as a police officer,
correction officer, firefighter, enmergency nedical technician, paraned-
ic, energency dispatcher or other person certified to provide nedical
care in energencies shall be eligible for benefits under this subdivi-
si on.
