The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 364-i of the social services |law is anmended by
addi ng a new subdivision 9 to read as foll ows:

9. Youth leaving court ordered placenent; presunptive eligibility. (a)
Not wi t hst andi ng any other provision of lawto the contrary, vyouth who
have been placed pursuant to subdivision twd, two-a, three or four of
section 353.3 or section 353.5 of the family court act, shall be
presuned eligible for nedical assistance under this title beginning on
the date of their release fromsuch pl acenent.

(b) Such presunptive eligibility shall continue through the earlier of
the day on which a deternmination is made with respect to the eligibility
of the youth for assistance pursuant to this title, or in the case of a
youth for whoman application for assistance pursuant to this title is
not filed on his or her behalf or who does not file an application for
such assistance, sixty days fromthe release of such youth from pl ace-
nent ordered pursuant to subdivision tw, tws-a, three or four of
section 353.3 or section 353.5 of the famly court act.

(c) Care, services and supplies, as set forth in section three hundred
sixty-five-a of this title, that are furnished to a youth during a
presunptive eligibility period under this subdivision by an entity that
