AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to establishing instruc-
tion in financial literacy for students in sixth through eighth grade

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. The education law is anmended by adding a new section 803-b
to read as follows:

8 803-b. Instruction relating to financial literacy. 1. The depart nent
shall require that a school district incorporate in each of the grades
six through eight financial literacy instruction for pupils enrolled in
such grades. The purpose of such instruction shall be to provide mddle
school students with the basic financial literacy necessary for sound
financial decision-neking.

2. The instruction shall neet the requirenents established by the

departnent and shall

a. be appropriate to, and reflect the age and conprehension of, the
students enrolled in the particular grade |evel; and

b. include content on budgeting, savings, credit, debt, insurance,
investnment, and other issues associated with personal financial respon-
sibility as determ ned by the departnent.

3. The conmissioner shall provide school districts with sanple
instructional materials and resources that nay be used to support the
inpl enentation of the financial literacy instruction requirenent.

This act shall take effect inmmediately and shall apply to al
school years commencing on or after the first of July next succeeding
the date upon which it shall have becone a | aw
