AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to the salary cap for
BOCES superi nt endents

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subparagraph 2 of paragraph a of subdivision 4 of section
1950 of the education law, as anmended by chapter 698 of the Ilaws of
2003, is anmended to read as foll ows:

(2) Notwithstanding any inconsistent provision of lawin no event
shall the total salary including amounts paid pursuant to section twen-
ty-two hundred nine of this [ehapter] title for district superintendents
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apd—-n—no—event—shall—such total—salary for o di-strict—superintendent
for the two thousand [t+h+ee] nineteen--two thousand [few] twenty school
year or any subsequent school year exceed: (i) one hundred six percent
of the salary cap applicable in the preceding school year, or (ii) nine-
ty-eight percent of that earned by the comm ssioner in the two thousand
[th+ee] nineteen--two thousand [few+] twenty state fiscal year[—which—
ever—s—tess]. In no event shall any district superintendent be permt-
ted to accunulate vacation or sick leave credits in excess of the vaca-
tion and sick | eave credits managerial/confidential enployees of the
state are pernitted to accunul ate pursuant to regul ati ons promul gated by
the state civil service comni ssion, nor nmay any district superintendent
at the tinme of separation fromservice be conpensated for accrued and
unused vacation credits or sick |eave, or use accrued and unused sick
| eave for retirenent service credit or to pay for health insurance in
retirenent, at a rate in excess of the rate permitted to
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manageri al / confi denti al enpl oyees of the state pursuant to regulations
of the state civil service comission. In addition to the paynent of
suppl enentary sal ary, a board of cooperative educational services nay
provide for the payment of all or a portion of the cost of insurance
benefits for the district superintendent of schools, including but not
limted to health insurance, disability insurance, |ife insurance or any
ot her form of i nsurance benefit made avai |l abl e to
manageri al / confi dential enployees of the state; provided that any such
paynents for whole life, split dollar or other life insurance policies
having a cash value shall be included in the total salary of the
district superintendent for purposes of this subparagraph, and provided
further that any paynments for the enployee contribution, co-pay or
uncovered nedical expenses under a health insurance plan also shall be
included in the total salary of the district superintendent. Not wi t h-
standing any other provision of law, paynents for such insurance bene-
fits may be based on the district superintendent's total salary or the
anmount of his or her supplenentary salary only. Any paynents for trans-
portation or travel expenses in excess of actual, documented expenses
incurred in the perfornmance of duties for the board of cooperative
educational services or the state, and any other lunp sum paynment not
specifically excluded fromtotal salary pursuant to this subparagraph

shall be included in the total salary of the district superintendent for
pur poses of this subparagraph. Nothing herein shall prohibit a district
superintendent from waiving any rights provided for in an existing
contract or agreenent as hereafter prohibited in favor of revised
conmpensation or benefit provisions as permtted herein. In no event
shall the terns of the district superintendent's contract, including any
provisions relating to an increase in salary, conpensation or other
benefits, be contingent upon the terns of any contract or collective
bargai ning agreement between the board of cooperative educationa

services and its teachers or other enployees. The comm ssioner may adopt
regul ations for the purpose of inplenenting the provisions of this para-
gr aph.

8 2. This act shall take effect inmediately.
