(i) to inprove training of personnel and to establish, operate and
improve community-based multi-disciplinary approaches to address the
problem of child sexual nolestation;

(ii) to conduct training on child sexual exploitation and other sexual
nol estation of children for other professionals who cone in contact with
children:;

(iii) to prevent the sexual nolestation of children; and

(iv) to fund treatnent prograns for sexually victim zed children.
