AN ACT to anend the public health |law and the social services law, in
relation to automatic enrollnment and recertification sinplification
for Medicaid eligible recipients

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraph (b) of subdivision 7 of section 4403-f of the
public health law is anended by addi ng a new subparagraph (iii) to read
as fol |l ows:

(iii) Where a person deternined eligible for Mdicaid ("Medicaid
recipient") has been determ ned by the conmi ssioner or his or her desig-
nee to require comunity-based long termcare services for nore than a
conti nuous period of one hundred twenty days, and the Medicaid recipient
has not selected and enrolled in a managed long termcare plan prior to
any expiration date of such determination of need for long term care,
after being provided with infornation to make an inforned choice, the
conm ssioner shall assign the recipient to a managed long termcare
plan, taking into account consistency wth any prior community-based
direct care workers having recently served the recipient, quality
performance criteria, capacity, and geographic accessibility. The
conmi ssioner nmay assign participants pursuant to such criteria on a
wei ghted basis. A recipient assigned to a nanaged long term care plan
under this subparagraph shall be deened to have been deternmined to be in
need of long termcare services for nbre than a continuous period of one
hundred twenty days and eligible to be enrolled in a nanaged long term

care pl an.

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8 2. Paragraph (b) of subdivision 2 of section 366-a of the social
services |aw, as added by section 51 of part A of chapter 1 of the | aws
of 2002, is anended to read as foll ows:

(b) Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph (a) of this subdivi-
sion, an applicant or recipient nmay attest to the amount of his or her
accurmul ated resources, unless such applicant or recipient is seeking
medi cal assi stance payment for long termcare services for the first
time. A recipient who has already provided docunentation of resources
nmay attest to the anpunt of accunmul ated resources if it has remained the
sane or is less than the anount originally docunented. For purposes of
this paragraph, long term care services shall mean care, treatnent,
mai nt enance, and servi ces described in paragraph (b) of subdivision [4]
one of section three hundred sixty-seven-f of this title, with the
exception of short termrehabilitation, as defined by the conmni ssioner
of health.

§ 3. Paragraph (d) of subdivision 5 of section 366-a of the social
services |law, as amended by section 12 of part D of chapter 56 of the
laws of 2013, is relettered paragraph (e) and three new paragraphs (f),
(g) and (h) are added to read as foll ows:

(f) Notwithstanding paragraph (b) of subdivision two of this section
and paragraphs (a), (b), (c) and (d) of this subdivision, the follow ng
recipients will be recertified automatically, unless there has been a
finding of lack of eligibility for Medicaid:

(i) enrollees in Medicaid nmanaged long termcare plans as defined in
section forty-four hundred three-f of the public health |aw

(ii) enrollees in Medicaid managed care plans as defined in section
three hundred sixty-four-j of this title who receive personal care
services pursuant to paragraph (e) of subdivision two of section three
hundred sixty-five-a of this title or consuner directed personal assi st-
ance services pursuant to section three hundred sixty-five-f of this
title;

(iii) enrollees receiving Medicaid in the Aged, Blind and D sabled
category who receive fixed incone fromthe Social Security Adm nis-
tration (SSA): and

(iv) Medicare Savings Program (MSP) recipients who have a fixed incone
fromthe Social Security Administration (SSA).

(g) Nothing in paragraph (e) of this subdivision should be construed
to alter a Medicaid recipient's obligation to informthe public welfare
district of changes in incone or other factors that m ght inpact eligi-
bility pursuant to subdivision four of this section

(h) Upon a finding of lack of eligibility, recipients identified in
paragraph (e) of this subdivision will be entitled to notice and hearing
rights as provided in section twenty-two of this chapter.

8 4. This act shall take effect on the one hundred eightieth day after
it shall have becone a | aw, provided that the anendnents to paragraph
(b) of subdivision 7 of section 4403-f of the public health | aw nade by
section one of this act shall be subject to the expiration and reversion
of such paragraph and shall expire and be deened repealed therewith and
provided further that such anendnents shall not affect the repeal of
such section and shall expire and be deened repealed therewith. Effec-
tive imrediately, the comm ssioner of health shall nake regul ati ons and
take other actions reasonably necessary to inplenment this act on that
dat e.
