AN ACT to direct the department of health, in cooperation wth various
state offices and agencies to study, evaluate, and nmake recomenda-
tions concerning the prescribing and treatnment history of persons in
this state who suffered fatal and nonfatal opiate overdoses

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Study of the prescribing and treatnment history of persons
inthis state who suffered fatal and nonfatal opiate overdoses. 1. Defi-
nitions. For the purposes of this section:

a. "Miltiple provider episodes" shall nean a single patient having
access to opiate prescriptions fromnore than one provider.

b. "Poly-substance access"” shall nean a patient having sinultaneous
prescriptions for an opiate and a benzodi azepine or for an opiate and
anot her drug which may enhance the effects or the risks of drug abuse or
over dose.

c. "Provider" shall include any individual practicing nedicine as
defined in section 6521 of the education | aw

2. Study. The department of health, in cooperation with the departnent
of corrections and community supervision, the office of addiction
services and supports, and the office of nental health, shall conduct a
study of the prescribing and treatnent history, including court-ordered
treatnent or treatnment within the crimnal justice system of persons in
this state who suffered fatal or nonfatal opiate overdoses beginning in
the cal endar years 2011 to 2019 and yearly thereafter. Such study shall
with regard to such persons, conduct or provide for an exam nation of:

a. instances of multiple provider episodes;

b. instances of poly-substance access;

c. the overall opiate prescription history of individuals, including
whet her such individuals had access to legal prescriptions for opiate
drugs at the tine of their overdoses;

d. whether individuals had previously undergone voluntary or involun-
tary treatnent for substance addiction or behavioral health;
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e. whether individuals had attenpted to enter but were denied access
to treatnment for substance addiction or behavioral health;

f. whether individuals had received past treatnent for a substance
overdose; and

g. whether any individuals had been previously detained or incarcerat-
ed and, if so, whether such individuals had received treatnment during
such detention or incarceration.

3. Report. No later than one year after the effective date of this
act, the departnent of health, in cooperation wth the departnent of
corrections and comunity supervision, the office of addiction services
and supports, and the office of nmental health, shall deliver a report in
an aggregate and de-identified formon trends discovered through the
study conducted pursuant to subdivision two of this section to the
governor, the tenmporary president of the senate, and the speaker of the
assenbly. The reports for the cal endar year 2019 shall be conpleted and
delivered to the governor, the tenporary president of the senate and the
speaker of the assenbly by Decenber 31, 2020. For future cal endar years,
the report shall be conmpleted and delivered to such persons on or before
Decenber 31 of the follow ng year

4. Powers. Al other departments or agencies of the state or subdivi-
sions thereof, and local governnments shall, at the request of the
conm ssioner of health, the commi ssioner of corrections and comunity
supervision, the comr ssioner of the office of addiction services and
supports, or the conmi ssioner of the office of nmental health, or at the
request of the designee of any such conm ssioner, provide expertise,
assi stance, and/or data that is relevant or material to the conpletion
of the study directed to be conpleted by subdivision two of this section
and the report directed to be conpleted by subdivision three of this
secti on.
