AN ACT to authorize Clifford Swezey to receive a refund from the New
York state teachers' retirement system

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Notw thstandi ng the provisions of subdivision b of section
902 of the retirenent and social security law, Cdifford Swezey, a
retired Tier 4 menber of the New York state teachers' retirenent system
who was formerly a nmenber of the New York city teachers' retirenent
system with nore than ten vyears of service credit, who then paid
contributions as an enployee of the Harrison central school district
from Novermber 20, 2006 through June 30, 2011 to the New York state
teachers' retirenment system and on July 18, 2011 initiated a transfer
fromthe New York city teachers' retirement systemto the New York state
teachers' retirenment system shall be entitled to a refund of the accu-
mul ated three percent contributions paid to said retirenment systemfor
the period in which the transfer was not initiated and cessation date
was not established if an application is filed within one year of the
effective date of this act. Such refund of the accunulated three
percent contributions shall include interest payable at the rate of five
per centum per annum conpounded annually and such interest shall be paid
through M. Swezey's date of retirenment of June 30, 2017.

8§ 2. Al costs associated with the inplenentation of this act shall be
borne by the enployers of nenbers of the New York state teachers’
retirenent system

8§ 3. This act shall take effect immediately.

FI SCAL NOTE. - - Pursuant to Legislative Law, Section 50:

This bill would allow Cifford Swezey, a retired Tier 4 nenber of the
New York State Teachers' Retirenent System (NYSTRS), who was fornerly a
menber of the New York City Teachers' Retirement System (NYCTRS) and who
initiated a transfer from NYCTRS to NYSTRS on July 18, 2011 to receive a
refund of the 3% nmenber contributions paid to NYSTRS for the period in
which the transfer was not initiated and the cessation date was not
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established. M. Swezey's refund of nenber contributions would include
interest at the rate of 5% per year through his date of retirenent of
June 30, 2017. M. Swezey nust file a witten request with the head of
the New York State Teachers' Retirenent Systemw thin one year of the
effective date of this bill.

The cost of this benefit is equal to the refund of the accunulated
menber contributions paid by M. Swezey to NYSTRS, which is estimated to
be $28,000. This cost is to be borne by the enployers of nenbers of the
NYSTRS.

Menber data is from the Systems nost recent actuarial valuation
files, consisting of data provided by the enployers to the Retirenent
System Data distributions and statistics can be found in the Systenis
Conpr ehensi ve Annual Financial Report (CAFR). System assets are as
reported in the Systemls financial statenents, and can also be found in
the CAFR Actuarial assunptions and nethods are provided in the Systens
Actuarial Valuation Report.
