AN ACT to anend the transportation law, in relation to the enforcenent
of provisions relating to carriers of househol d goods by notor vehi-
cles

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The transportation law is anmended by addi ng a new section
198-a to read as foll ows:

8 198-a. Enforcenent. The departnent shall enforce this article and
any provision of any authorized rule or regulation promnul gated pursuant
to this article provided that the attorney general, in response to a
conplaint froma consuner, at the request of the comnmi ssioner, or on the
attorney general's own initiative, nmay seek equitable relief to restrain
any violation or threatened violation of section one hundred ni nety-one
of this article or any provision of any authorized rule or requlation
pronmul gated pursuant to such section. Wenever there shall be a
violation or threatened violation of section one hundred ninety-one of
this article or any provision of any authorized rule or regulation
pronul gated pursuant to such section, an application my be nmade by the
attorney general in the nane of the people of the state of New York to a
court or justice having jurisdiction, by a special proceeding, seeking
an injunction to enjoin and restrain the continuance of such violation
or threatened violation; and if it shall appear to the satisfaction of
the court or justice that the defendant has, in fact, violated section
one hundred ninety-one of this article or any provision of any author-
ized rule or regulation pronul gated pursuant to such section, an injunc-
tion may be issued by the court or justice, enjoining and restraining
any further violations, without requiring proof that any person has, in
fact, been injured or danmaged thereby.

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In any such proceeding, the court nmay nmake all owances to the attorney
general as provided in paragraph six of subdivision (a) of section
eighty-three hundred three of the civil practice law and rules, and
direct restitution. Wenever the court shall deternmine that a violation
of section one hundred ninety-one of this article or any provision of
any authorized rule or requlation pronulgated pursuant to section one
hundred ninety-one of this article has occurred, the court nmay al so
inpose a civil penalty of not nore than one thousand dollars for each
violation. 1In connection with any such proposed application, the attor-
ney general is authorized to take proof and nake a determination of the
relevant facts and to i ssue subpoenas in accordance with the civil prac-
tice law and rul es.

§ 2. This act shall take effect on the sixtieth day after it shal
have becone a | aw.
