Section 1. Section 7-110 of the election |aw, as anmended by chapter
647 of the |aws of 1982, is anmended to read as foll ows:

§ 7-110. Ballots; formfor ballot proposals. Ballot proposals shal
appear on the voting machine or ballot in a separate section. At the
|l eft of, or bel ow or above, each proposal shall appear two voting |levers
or two voting squares, each at |east one-half inch square. Next to the
first lever or square shall be printed the word "Yes," and next to the
second lever or square shall be printed the word "No." The proposals
shal | be nunbered consecutively on the voting machine or ballot. The
nunber of each proposal shall appear in front of its designation as an
anmendnment, proposition or question in the following form " Pr oposal
one, an anendnent; proposal two, a proposition; proposal three, a ques-
tion". If the ballot proposal section appears on the ballot face oppo-
site the candidates, a ballot instruction in a format provided by the
state board of elections, which may include a graphic arrow, shall indi-
cate the ballot is two-sided
