Section 1. The opening paragraph of subdivision 6 of section 137 of
the correction | aw, as anended by chapter 1 of the laws of 2008, is
anended to read as foll ows:

Except as provided in paragraphs (d) and (e) of this subdivision, the
superintendent of a correctional facility may keep any inmate ot her
than inmates under the age of eighteen years who shall not be placed in
segregated confinenent for any reason, confined in a cell or room apart
fromthe accommodati ons provided for inmates who are participating in
prograns of the facility, for such period as nay be necessary for nain-
tenance of order or discipline, but in any such case the follow ng
condi tions shall be observed:

§ 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
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
