AN ACT to anend the public housing law, in relation to limting the
right of the New York city housing authority to transfer elderly and
long-tinme residents fromtheir housing accommodati ons

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 6 of section 402 of the public housing |law, as
added by chapter 970 of the laws of 1968, is amended to read as foll ows:

6. In addition to all other powers granted by this chapter, the New
York city housing authority shall have the power to act as and be and
becone a "developer"”, as that termis defined in subdivision nine of
section four hundred fifty-two of the education |aw, of a conbined occu-
pancy structure, as defined in subdivision five of section four hundred
fifty-two of such law, which consists of a project, as defined in this
chapter, as well as of school acconmobdations or other facilities of the
board of education of the city of New York, and to be and becone an
"owner", as that termis defined in subdivision fifteen-a of section
four hundred fifty-two of the education |aw, of the non-school portion,
consisting of a project as defined in this chapter, of such conbined
occupancy structure; and to do all things necessary or convenient to
carry out such powers, including (a) construction of such conbined occu-
pancy structure as a devel oper pursuant to the provisions of this chap-
ter and article ten of the education |law, and conveyance or |ease of the
school portion thereof, and (b) as an owner, nmaking and entering into
contracts for acquisition, |ease, sublease or other agreements for or
with respect to the non-school portion, consisting of a project as
defined in this chapter, pursuant to the provisions of article ten of
the education Ilaw, and acquiring the same by transfer or conveyance to
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it of the fee title, or of possession under such |ease, sublease or
ot her agreenent.

Notwi thstanding any lawto the contrary, any resident |ease agreenent
entered into by the New York city housing authority, containing a
"transfer to appropriate size apartnent" provision, or such provision
havi ng substantially the sanme effect, shall not apply where a nenber of
the household lawfully occupying the housing acconmodation is sixty-two
years of age or older, or has been a tenant in the housing accommbdation
in that building for twenty vears or nore.

8 2. This act shall take effect inmediately.
