AN ACT to anmend the civil service law, in relation to enacting the "New
York state tel eworking expansion act"

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. Short title. This act shall be known and may be cited as
the "New York state tel eworking expansion act".

8 2. The civil service law is anended by adding a new section 13 to
read as foll ows:

8 13. Tel eworking prograns. 1. Each state agency shall establish
pursuant to a collective bargaining agreenent or other binding arrange-
nent with its enployees, a policy and program to allow enployees to
perform all or a portion of their duties through telewrking to the
nmaxi num extent possible w thout dimn nished enpl oyee perfornance. Each
state agency shall designate a "telework coordinator" to be responsible
for overseeing the inplenentation of tel eworking prograns.

2. For the purposes of this section, the term

(a) "telework"” shall nean to performnornmal and reqgular work functions
on a workday that ordinarily would be perforned at the state agency's
principal location at a different location, thereby elimnating or
substantially reducing the physical commute to and from such state agen-
cy's principal |ocation; and

(b) "state agency" shall nean any state departnent, board, bureau,
di vi sion, conmission, conmmittee, public authority, public benefit corpo-
ration, council, office, or other governnental entity performng a

governnental or proprietary function for the state.
8§ 3. This act shall take effect on the ninetieth day after it shal
have becone a | aw.
