AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to requiring the comm s-
sioner of education to nmake recommendations to the board of regents
relating to the adoption of instruction in climte science in senior
hi gh school s

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 305 of the education law is anended by adding a new
subdi vision 59 to read as foll ows:

59. a. The comm ssioner shall neke recomrendations to the board of
regents relating to the adoption of instruction in climate science in
seni or hi gh school s.

b. Such instruction shall include, but not be linted to:

(i) instruction on the effect and inpact of greenhouse gasses on_our
climate, environnent and pl anet;

(ii) the use of the nbst recent source materials, text books and neth-
odol ogi es for teaching climate science;

(iii) instruction on the limtations on greenhouse gas em Sssions and
targets for renewable energy set forth in chapter one hundred six of the
laws of two thousand ni neteen; and

(iv) any other instruction or nethods of instruction relating to the
study of clinate science the comi ssioner deens necessary.

c. Prior to nmking the recommendations to the board of regents., the
conm ssioner shall

(i) seek the recommendations of teachers, school adnministrators,
teacher educators and others with educational expertise in the proposed
curriculum

(ii) seek coment fromparents, students and other interested parties;
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(iii) consider the anmpunt of instructional tine such curriculum wll
require and whether such tine would detract from other nmandated courses
of study;

(iv) consider the fiscal inpact, if any, on the state and schoo
districts; and

(v) consider any additional factors the comm ssioner deens rel evant.

d. No later than one hundred eighty days after the effective date of
this subdivision, the conmi ssioner shall provide a reconmendation to the
board of regents to either adopt and promul gate appropriate rules and
regulations inplenmenting such curriculumor reject the inplenentation of
such curriculum Upon receiving a recommendation fromthe conmi ssioner
pursuant to this subdivision, the board of regents shall vote to either
accept or reject the commissioner's recomendation no later than sixty
days after receiving such recommendati on.

e. |If the board of regents adopts such curriculum the curriculum
requi renent shall take effect no later than the next school vyear after
such curriculum has been adopt ed.

f. If the board of regents rejects such curriculum the conm ssioner
shall provide a report as to the deternmnation of the board to the
governor, the tenporary president of the senate. the speaker of the
assenbly and the chairs of the senate and assenbly conmmittees on educa-
tion providing the reasons for such rejection not later than thirty days
after the board of regents rejects such curriculum

§ 2. This act shall take effect inmediately.
