AN ACT to anend the vehicle and traffic law, in relation to the surren-
der of nunber plates of all nptor vehicles which a person has regis-
tered where such person has a suspended or revoked |icense arising out
of the operation of a notor vehicle within a city having a popul ation
of one mllion or nore

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The vehicle and traffic lawis anmended by adding a new
section 403-c to read as foll ows:

8 403-c. Surrender of registration and nunber plates. 1. (a) Any
person who has had their license suspended or revoked pursuant to
section five hundred ten or five hundred ten-a of this chapter, for
conduct relating to the operation of a notor vehicle wthin a city
having a population of one mllion or nore, shall surrender to the
departnent the nunber plates of all nptor vehicles which such person has
regi stered pursuant to this article, and shall have any notor vehicle
registrations which belong to such person suspended. Such surrender of
nunber plates and vehicle suspension or suspensions shall remain in
effect as long as the suspension or revocation of such driver's |icense.

(b) When a license is suspended or revoked pursuant to any subdivision
of section five hundred ten or five hundred ten-a of this chapter., which
requires conviction of miltiple offenses, infractions or violations, the
provisions of this section shall only apply if the final such offense,
infraction or violation occurs within a city having a population of one
mllion or nore.

2. Al notor vehicles registered to such person shall not be reqgis-
tered or rereqgistered in the nane of such person, or in any other nane
where the conmissioner has reasonable grounds to believe that such
registration or reregistration will have the effect of defeating the
pur poses of this section., and no other notor vehicle shall be registered
in the nanme of such person during the period of such suspension

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3. Except as provided in subdivision five of section four hundred
twenty-eight of this title, refunds of fees assessed pursuant to this
article and article fourteen-A of this title shall not be provided when
suspension i s mandated pursuant to subdivision one of this section.

4. The commissioner shall determne that an offense, infraction or
violation occurred within a city having a population of one million or
nore, if the accusatory instrunent therefor, as defined in subdivision

one of section 1.20 of the crimnal procedure law, was conpleted by a
police officer of the police departnent of any such city.

5. a. The conm ssioner or his or her duly authorized agent shall noti -
fy each person whose license has been suspended or revoked of his or her
obligation to surrender the nunber plates of any nptor vehicles which
such person has registered pursuant to this article, and of the suspen-
sion of any vehicle registrations in his or her nane.

b. Such notice shall include the nane and address of the person whose
license has been suspended or revoked, the vehicle registration nunber
or nunbers which are suspended, the nunber plates of the vehicle or
vehi cles which nmust be surrendered, the infraction, infractions, offense
and/or offenses for which the registration is suspended and nunber
plates nust be surrendered. and the dates and tinmes of the convictions
for such infractions and/or offenses.

c. The notice shall also contain a warning advising the person of the
consequences of failure to surrender nunber pl ates.

d. The notice required by this subdivision shall be provided by first
class mail to the registrant of the nbtor vehicle within thirty days of
the license suspension or revocation.

e. Such person shall surrender any nunber plates for any vehicle for
which the person is the registrant within fourteen days of receiving
notice from the departnent. Failure to surrender nunber plates upon
notice shall constitute an infraction, punishable upon conviction by a
fine not less than one hundred fifty dollars nor nore than five hundred
dollars or inprisonnent for not nore than fifteen days or both such fine
and i nprisonnent.

6. A waiver of the provisions of subdivisions one and tw of this
section shall be available for nptor vehicles which are jointly used by
spouses or other imediate famly nenbers if the inplenentation of such
subdi vision would result in an extrene hardship for the spouse or famly
nenber whose |icense has not been suspended or revoked. To be eligible
for an extrene hardship exception, a duly licensed spouse or inmediate
famly nmenber nust furnish proof acceptable to the conmni ssioner or his
or her duly authorized agent that he or she jointly uses a nptor vehicle
whose reqgistration and nunber plates would otherwise be subject to
suspension or surrender pursuant to subdivision one or two of this
section. Acceptable proof shall include without limtation the spouse or
inmmediate famly nenber being naned in a policy of liability insurance
for the notor vehicle pursuant to article seven of this chapter before
the date of conviction, and any additional factors that the conm ssioner
or his or her duly authorized agent deens necessary to establish joint
use. The comnmissioner or his or her duly authorized agent shall deter-
m ne whether an individual qualifies as an imediate fanmly nenber,
provided that such definition of inmmediate famly nenbers shall include
without limtation donestic partners as defined in section four of the
wor kers' conpensation |law and any children of the registrant.
