AN ACT to anmend the public health law, in relation to allowing for the
testing of certain infectious diseases at pharnacies

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 579 of the public health Iaw is anmended by adding a
new subdivision 4 to read as foll ows:

4. (a) This title shall not be applicable in a declared state of ener-
gency, pursuant to section twenty-eight of the executive law, to any
licensed pharnmacists ordering infectious disease tests, approved by the
food and drug adninistration, to detect the infectious disease or its
antibodies, and administering such tests, subject to certificate of
wai ver requirenents pursuant to the federal clinical |aboratory inprove-
nent act of nineteen hundred eighty-eight, to patients suspected of an
infectious disease, or suspected of having recovered froman infectious
di sease, subject to conpletion of appropriate training devel oped by the

depart nent.
(b) In a declared state of energency, pursuant to section twenty-eight
of the executive law, licensed pharmacists shall be designated as a

qualified healthcare professional for the purpose of directing a limted
service |laboratory, pursuant to subdivision three of this section, to
test patients suspected of an infectious disease or its antibodies
provided that such test is approved by the food and drug administration
and waived for its use in alimted service |aboratory.

8§ 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
