AN ACT to anmend the electionlaw, in relation to the appointnment of
el ection inspectors and poll clerks

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivisions 1, 2 and 5 of section 3-404 of the election
| aw, subdivisions 1 and 5 as anended by chapter 263 of the laws of 1991
are anended to read as foll ows:

1. The board of elections of each county shall on or before the
fifteenth day of [Ju¢] April of each year select and appoint election
i nspectors and poll clerks for each election district therein, and such
nunber of election coordinators as it determ nes to be necessary, and
may thereafter select and designate election inspectors, poll clerks and
el ection coordinators to fill any vacancy for an unexpired term The
term of such designation shall be for a termending on the fourteenth
day of [Jdu¢] April of the following year. If the election districts for
a general or special village election conducted by the board of
elections are coterminous wth the election districts established for
general elections, such election inspectors and poll clerks shall also
serve at such village elections. If the election districts for such a
village election are not so coterm nous, the board of elections shal
select the inspectors and poll <clerks to serve in each such village
election district fromanong the inspectors and poll clerks appointed,
pursuant to the provisions of this section, for any election district
wholly or partly in such vill age.

2. Each political party entitled to representation on any board of
el ections may, not later than the first day of [Mxy] April in each year,
file with the appropriate board of elections, an original list of
persons recommended to serve. Supplenental lists may be filed at the
same tine and at any tinme before the designation is made and certified
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or when a vacancy exists. Al designations shall be mnade first from
those nanmed in the original list filed if those designated are found
qualified. |If a person has been listed on the original or suppl enental

list for three consecutive vyears and has not served as an el ection
inspector, poll clerk or election coordinator during those three vears,
then the political party submitting the list shall obtain and submt a

witten affirmation fromthe person stating that they are wlling and
available to serve as an election inspector, poll clerk or election
coordi nat or. If the political party does not submt such a witten

affirnmation along with the list, then such person shall be stricken from
the original and supplenental lists.

5. If a political party shall fail to submt a list or the Iist shal
be exhausted, the board of elections shall request fromthe appropriate
political party an original or supplenental list. If after ten days no

list is filed by that party, the board of elections [#&] shall appoint
qualified persons, enrolled menbers of the political party in default,
to act as election inspectors, poll clerks or election coordinators.

8 2. This act shall take effect inmediately.
