AN ACT to anmend the insurance law, in relation to requiring that
provi sion be made for pregnancy term nation procedures in every indi-
vidual or group policy or contract which provides coverage or indem
nity for hospital, surgical or medical care and which offers maternity
care coverage

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subsection (i) of section 3216 of the insurance lawis
anended by addi ng a new paragraph 10-a to read as foll ows:

(10-a) (A) Every policy which provides hospital, surgical or nedical
coverage and which offers maternity care coverage pursuant to paragraph
ten of this subsection shall also provide coverage for pregnancy term-
nation procedures which are perforned by a licensed physician, upon the
policyhol der or upon his spouse or upon a nonspouse who is dependent

upon the policyholder, in any |licensed hospital or nedical facility
approved by the state conm ssioner of health, to the sane extent that
coverage is provided for illness or disease under the policy, subject to

the provisions of this paragraph.

(B) Provision for such coverage shall be subject to any guidelines
whi ch are now or hereafter issued by the nedical specialty societies
recognized by the Anerican Board of Medical Specialties of obstetrics
and gynecol ogy, for pregnancy ternmi nations and abortions.

(©) Such coverage shall be provided in a manner which ensures the
confidentiality and privacy of the occurrence of the procedures
performed to the person for whom coverage i s provided.

(D) Such coverage nay be subject to annual deductibles and coi hsurance
as may be deened appropriate by the superintendent and as are consi stent
with those established for other benefits within a given policy, but
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such coverage shall not be subject to the reinbursenent period limta-
tion or mininumperiod of coverage linmtation applicable to nmaternity
care coverage.

(E) Coverage under this paragraph shall not restrict or elimnate
existing coverage provided by the policy and nothing in this paragraph
shall be construed to deny or restrict in any way any existing right or
benefit provided under |law or by contract.

§ 2. Subsection (k) of section 3221 of the insurance |law is anended by
addi ng a new paragraph 5-a to read as foll ows:

(5-a) (A) Every group or blanket policy delivered or issued for deliv-
ery in this state which provides hospital, surgical or nedical coverage
and which offers naternity care coverage pursuant to paragraph five of
this subsection shall also provide coverage for pregnancy termnation
procedures which are perforned by a |licensed physician, upon the policy
beneficiary certificate holder or upon his spouse or upon a nonspouse
who is dependent upon the policy beneficiary certificate holder, in any
licensed hospital or nedical facility approved by the state conm ssioner
of health, to the sane extent that coverage is provided for illness or
di sease under the policy, subject to the provisions of this paragraph.

(B) Provision for such coverage shall be subject to any guidelines
which are now or hereafter issued by the nedical specialty societies
recognized by the Anerican Board of Medical Specialties of obstetrics
and gynecol ogy, for pregnancy term nations and abortions.

(Q) Such coverage shall be provided in a manner which ensures the
confidentiality and privacy of the occurrence of the procedures
performed to the person for whom coverage is provided.

(D) Such coverage nay be subject to annual deductibles and coi nhsurance
as may be deened appropriate by the superintendent and as are consi stent
with those established for other benefits within a given policy, but
such coverage shall not be subject to the reinbursenent period linmta-
tion or m ninum period of coverage limtation applicable to nmternity
care coverage.

(c-1) (A Every contract issued by a corporation subject to the
provisions of this article which provides hospital service, nedical
expense indemity, or both, and which offers nmaternity care coverage
pursuant to subsection (c) of this section shall also provide coverage
for pregnancy ternmination procedures which are perforned by a |licensed
physi ci an, upon the contract beneficiary certificate holder or upon his
spouse or upon a nonspouse who is dependent upon the contract benefici-
ary certificate holder, in any licensed hospital or nedical facility
approved by the state comm ssioner of health, to the sane extent that
coverage is provided for illness or disease under the contract, subject
to the provisions of this subsection.

(B) Provision for such coverage shall be subject to any guidelines
which are now or hereafter issued by the nedical specialty societies
recognized by the Anerican Board of Medical Specialties of obstetrics
and gynecol ogy, for pregnancy ternmi nations and abortions.

(C) Such coverage shall be provided in a nmnner which ensures the
confidentiality and privacy of the occurrence of the procedures

performed to the person for whom coverage is provided.
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(D) Such coverage nay be subject to annual deductibles and coi hsurance
as may be deened appropriate by the superintendent and as are consi stent
with those established for other benefits within a given contract, but
such coverage shall not be subject to the reinbursenent period l[imta-
tion or mnimum period of coverage linmtation applicable to maternity
care coverage.

(E) Coverage under this subsection shall not restrict or elimnate
existing coverage provided by the contract and nothing in this

subsection shall be construed to deny or restrict in any way any exist-

ing right or benefit provided under |aw or by contract.

8 4. This act shall take effect on the first of January next succeed-
ing the date on which it shall have becone a |law and shall only apply to
policies and contracts issued, renewed, nodified, altered or anended on
or after such date.
