AN ACT to anend the military law, in relation to allow ng certain veter-
ans to ride public transportation free of charge

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The mlitary law is anended by adding a new section 245-a
to read as foll ows:

8 245-a. Free public transportation; certain war veterans. Notwith-
standi ng any other provisions of law or the terns of any contract, a
resident of the state who is a honorably discharged nenber of any branch
of the arned forces of the United States who perforned nilitary service
during a period of war shall be entitled, for the year inmmediately after
his or her return to this state fromsuch mlitary service, to ride free
of charge on every transportation provider in this state. The conmms-
sioner of transportation is authorized to promulgate regulations to
carry out the provisions of this section. For purposes of this section,
"transportation provider" shall nean any public, private or not-for-pro-
fit entity wutilizing public funds to provide or contract for public
transportation services for the benefit of the general public or specif-
ic client groups.

8 2. This act shall take effect on the one hundred twentieth day after
it shall have becone a law. Effective imediately the addition, anend-
ment and/or repeal of any rule or regulation necessary for the inplenen-
tation of this act on its effective date are authorized to be nade and
conpl eted on or before such date.
