AN ACT to anend the vehicle and traffic law, in relation to the al
terrain vehicle trial registration program

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. The vehicle and traffic lawis amended by adding a new
section 2292 to read as fol |l ows:

8§ 2292, Al terrain vehicle trial registration program 1. Tria
program For the counties of Allegany, Oswego., Jefferson and Madison
and the portions of Saint Lawence and Lewi s counties that are | ocated
outside of the Adirondack Park, the departnent shall authorize a two
year trial reqgistration programfor all terrain vehicles (ATV) of up to
one thousand five hundred pounds.

2. Such ATVs shall be registered with the departnent and shall require
a reqgistration nunber with a plate on the back of such vehicles. Such
plate shall not be obscured by glass or plastic and shall not be
obstructed by any part of the vehicle.

3. Failure to conply with any part of this section shall constitute a
non-crimnal violation and shall be puni shable by:

(a) a one hundred dollar fine for the first offense:

(b) a one hundred fifty dollar fine for the second offense;

(c) atw hundred fifty dollar fine for a third or subsequent offense.

4. A police officer or enforcenent official from the departnent of
environnental conservation may inpound an ATV for the follow ng reasons:

(a) operation of an ATV on other than designated routes within the
forest preserve; or

(b) violation of section twenty-two hundred eighty-three of this arti-
cle when such violation constitutes both a second offense of such
section and is a violation of section twenty-four hundred three of this
title; or
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(c) operation of an ATV upon any public or private property within the
state during the conm ssion of a separate ni sdeneanor or felony act as
defined in the penal |aw, provided however that a violation of subdivi-
sion (a) of section 140.10 of the penal law shall not in itself consti-
tute a separate ni sdeneanor for purposes of this subdivision.

5. Parents of mnors found in violation of this section shall be
liable for such fines and penalties enunerated in this section.

6. The departnent of environnental conservation shall enforce the
provisions of this section.

7. At _the conclusion of such pilot program the commissioner in
consultation with the comni ssioner of the departnent of environnental
conservation shall assess the programand subnmit a report to the | egis-
lature and the governor which shall include, but not be linted to, the
environnmental inpact of such program the economc inpact of such
program the revenue generated and other considerations determ ned to be
relevant by the conm ssioner and the conmm ssioner of the departnent of
environnmental conservation.
