Section 1. Subdivision 3 of section 520-a of the general business |aw,
as anmended by chapter 233 of the laws of 2007, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

3. No person, firm partnership or corporation which accepts credit or
debit cards for the transaction of business shall require the credit or
debit card holder to wite or electronically enter on the credit or
debit card transaction form nor shall it wite [e+], cause to be wit-
ten, or electronically entered on such formor on any attachnment there-
to, any personal identification information, including but not limted
to the credit or debit card holder's address [e+]. zip code, enai
address or tel ephone [rusber] nunbers, including hone, cell and work
t el ephone nunbers, that is not required by the credit or debit card
issuer to conplete the credit or debit card transaction; provided,
however, that the credit or debit card holder's address, zip code and
tel ephone number nmay be required [eop—such—itormor—atiachrent—thereto]
where (i) such information is necessary for shipping, delivery or
installation of purchased merchandi se or for special orders; [er] (ii)
the person, firm partnership or corporation processes credit or debit
card transactions by mailing transaction forns to a designated bankcard
center for settlenent; or (iii) such information is used solely for the
detection, investigation or prevention of fraud, theft, identity theft,
crimmnal activity or enforcenent of ternms of sale. Nothing in this
subdivision shall prevent a person, firmor corporation which accepts
credit cards or debit cards fromrequesting that a custoner voluntarily
