AN ACT to anmend the general business law, in relation to requiring post-
i ng of method of paynent pricing

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. The general business law is anmended by addi ng a new section
399-eee to read as foll ows:

8§ 399-eee. Method of paynent price posting required. 1. Aretai
outlet dealer who offers for sale notor fuel of like grade or quality at
different prices per gallon based on the manner in which a custoner pays

for the notor fuel shall post the nethod of paynents that wll be
accepted to secure each sale price and the manner in which debit card
paynments will be treated in relation to cash purchases and credit card
pur chases. The required posting shall be attached to the dispensing

device fromwhich such notor fuel is sold or offered for sale. The post-
ing shall be clearly and legibly witten with a height of at [east three
and a half inches. Dealers shall also post nethod of paynent pricing on
all signage advertising notor fuel. Signage and selling prices shall be
posted so as to be clearly visible to the driver of an approaching notor
vehicle or notorboat. Wien a consuner, to obtain the |owest price for a
grade of gas, is required to request it froman attendant or agent, such
signage shall notify the consuner of such price difference

2. In addition to any other renedies provided by | aw. whenever there
shall be a violation of this section, application may be nmade by the

attorney general in the nane of the people of the state of New York to a

court or justice having jurisdiction by a special proceeding to issue an

injunction, and, upon notice to the defendant of not less than five

days, to enjoin and restrain the conti nuance of such violations; and if

it shall appear to the satisfaction of the court or justice that the

defendant has, in fact, violated this section, an injunction may be
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issued by such court or justice, enjoining or restraining any further
violation, without requiring proof that any person has, in fact, been
infjured or danmaged thereby. In any such proceedings, the court nmay neke
allowances to the attorney general as provided in paragraph six of
subdi vision (a) of section eighty-three hundred three of the civil prac-
tice law and rules, and direct restitution. Wenever the court shal
determine that a violation of this section has occurred, the court may
inpose a civil penalty of not nore than ten thousand dollars for each
violation. 1In connection with any such proposed application, the attor-
ney general is authorized to take proof and nake a determination of the
relevant facts and to i ssue subpoenas in accordance with the civil prac-
tice law and rul es.

§ 2. This act shall take effect on the ninetieth day after it shal
have becone a | aw.
