AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to requiring certain
professionals to provide and the state educati on departnment to coll ect
i nformation about the practice of their professions; and repealing
certain provisions of such law relating thereto

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The education law is anended by addi ng a new section 6502-a
to read as foll ows:

8 6502-a. Renewal of professional |icense, certification, or registra-
tion. 1. This section shall apply to healthcare professionals |icensed,
certified, registered or authorized pursuant to this title other than
those licensed or reqgistered pursuant to article one hundred thirty-one
of this title.

2. In conjunction with and as a condition of each registration
renewal , the professionals described in subdivision one of this section
shall provide to the departnent, and the departnent shall collect, such
informati on and docunentation required by the departnent, in consulta-
tion with the departnent of health, as is necessary to enable the
departnent of health to evaluate access to needed services in this

state, including, but not linmted to, the |ocation and type of setting
in which the professional practices and other relevant information. The
departnent of health, in consultation with the departnent, shall mnmake

such data available in aggregate, de-identified form on a publicly
accessible website.
