AN ACT to anend the executive law, in relation to regulatory fines for
smal | busi nesses

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The executive |law is anended by adding a new section 170-c
to read as foll ows:

8 170-c. Requlatory penalties for snall businesses. 1. Unless explic-
itly exenpted or excluded by any other law, rule or reqgulation, upon a
first tine violation of a state agency's rules or regulations related to
paperwork submitted to a state agency or actions or omissions that are
de mininus, a snall business shall be afforded a cure period or other
opportunity for aneliorative action if the violation can be corrected,
the successful conpletion of which will prevent the inposition of penal-
ties on the party or parties subject to enforcenent. However, no waiver
of penalties or cure period or other opportunity for anmeliorative action
may be given if the agency determines that the violation resulted in a
natural resource dannge claim or serious actual harm or nmay have
presented an i nmmi nent and substantial endangernent to public safety,
human health or the environnent, is a violation of human or civil rights
law results in |loss of enployee wages or benefits, interferes with any
renmedy, review, or resolution related to harassnent or discrinination
clains, was a willful violation, involved tax fraud, violates require-
ments related to federal funding to the state, relates to state funding
or procurenent, is simlar to prior violations, is a penal |aw
violation, or relates to a material or substantive portion of the busi-
ness. Upon such first violation, a state agency shall (a) provide the
small business with a copy of any applicable small business regulation

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gui des pursuant to section one hundred two-a of the state administrative
procedure act and any other helpful conpliance information detailing the
agency's rules and requlations, or (b) provide an opportunity for an
in-person neeting, teleconference or videoconference wth the snal
business to help assist such small business wth conpliance with the
agency's rules and regulations. The agency shall have the discretion to
determne the appropriate period of tinme to allow for such aneliorative
action to occur, which shall be reasonable but shall not be less than
thirty days.

2. As used in this section: (a) "Small business" shall nean a business
which is resident in this state, independently owned and operated, not
doninant in its field and enpl oys one hundred or |ess persons.

(b) "State agency" shall nean an agency as defined in subdivision one
of section one hundred two of the state administrative procedure act;
provided that "state agency" shall not include the departnment of taxa-
tion and finance but shall also nean the workers' conpensation board.

3. Nothing herein shall prevent or preclude any other waivers of
penalties that may be applicable by this or any other agency.

§ 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
