AN ACT to anend the arts and cultural affairs law, in relation to
providing financial assistance to nuseuns, zoos, botanical gardens,
aquariums and other cultural institutions |located in | owinconme urban,
suburban or rural comunities, or that provide educational services to
students from such communities

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Statenent of legislative findings and intent. The | egisla-
ture finds and declares that the state of New York is hone to vast
educational resources in nuseuns, historical societies, zoos, botanica
gardens, aquaria and cultural arts institutions that offer a wealth of
ways to engage children and adults and instill in thema |lasting | ove of
| ear ni ng.

The legislature finds that over 1,500 nuseuns, historical societies,
zoos, botanical gardens, aquaria and cultural arts institutions in this
state now provide instruction to over six mllion children, and that
children in grades pre-kindergarten through twelve and adults enrolled
in continuing education prograns should have broad and equal access to
such services.

The legislature further finds that community cultural arts insti-
tutions, in collaboration with teachers and schools, nust design new and
i nnovative prograns to engage learners in such pressing issues as
sci ence, anthropol ogy, history and arts literacy.

It is the intent of the legislature that the state provide financial
assistance to cultural arts institutions serving under-resourced urban,
suburban or rural communities to expand educational services through
access to nuseum collections, scholarship and virtual |earning and
extend their uniquely val uabl e educati onal resources to the children and
lifelong | earners of the state.

8§ 2. Short title. This act shall be known and may be cited as the
"museum education act".

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8§ 3. The arts and cultural affairs law is amended by adding a new
section 61.15 to read as foll ows:

8 61.15. Education grants for nuseuns. 1. The conmi ssioner of educa-
tion shall develop and inplenent, wth consultation and input from
representatives from the nuseumand cultural institution conmunity., a
nmuseum and cultural organization education grant program and shal
award, wthin the anounts appropriated fromthe general fund for such
pur pose, conpetitive grants in accordance with this section for the
purpose of establishing or inproving education prograns in nuseuns and
cultural organizations designed to inprove student performance in public
and nonpublic elenentary, nmiddle and secondary schools. Such grants
shall be expended to support the production of curricula, acquisition of
specialized educational or interpretive skills, acquisition and inple-
nentation of technology, and preparation of specialized exhibition or
public prograns that are tailored to elenentary, mddle and secondary
school students; the devel opnent and delivery of continuing education
progranms; provision of student transportation; and other prograns that
support the devel opnent and delivery of curriculumbased programs in
nuseuns with collections.

2. As wused inthis section, "eligible institution" shall nean: (a) a
nonprofit institution chartered by the board of regents, or otherw se
incorporated as a nuseum historical society, nature center, zoo, botan-
ical garden, arboretum aquariumor other cultural education institu-
tion, or a privately or nunicipally operated institution that nmeets the
applicable registration standards established by the board of regents
for museuns or historical societies wth collections, and that is
located in a lowincone urban, suburban or rural comunity or provides
educational services to students and adult l|earners from |owincone
urban, suburban or rural comunities; (b) a museum authorized by a
special charter fromthe legislature of this state and that is |ocated
in a lowincone urban. suburban or rural community or provides educa-
tional services to students and adult learners from lowinconme urban
suburban or rural communities; or (c) a private not-for-profit conmmunity
based organization, including an incorporated institution the sole or
primary purpose of which is the support of museuns, historic sites or
historical societies located in a |lowincone urban, suburban or rura
conmmunity or that provides educational services to students and adult
learners from lowincone urban, suburban or rural conmmunities; except

that institutions operated by state or federal governnent agencies shal

not be considered eligible under this section.
3. The governing body or officer of an eligible institution requesting

a grant pursuant to this section shall submit an application at such
time, and in such formand containing such information, as the comm s-

sioner of education may require. Such comm ssioner shall establish the
criteria and standards by which applications for grants to be awarded
pursuant to this section will be evaluated and nmade to eligible insti-

tutions. The conm ssioner of education is authorized to pronulgate regu-
lations for the devel opnent and subni ssion of applications for cooper-
ative or collaborative grants, provided that a single institution serves
as the applicant for such a grant and for nulti-year grants.

4. The commi ssioner of education shall award grants, subject to avail -
able appropriations, in an anpunt not to exceed the allowable costs of
the eligible institution as determ ned by such conm ssioner. Allowable
costs shall include, but need not be limted to, the reasonable cost of
salaries and fringe benefits, materials and equi pnent. The conm Ssioner
of education shall allocate a mnimum of twenty-five percent of the
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anount appropriated for such grants to award to institutions with an
operating budget of between ten thousand dollars and one hundred fifty
thousand dollars per year. The comm ssioner of education shall allocate
a mnimm of twenty-five percent of the anpunt appropriated for such
grants to award to institutions with an operating budget of between one
hundred fifty thousand one dollars and five hundred thousand dollars per
year. The conm ssioner of education shall allocate a m ninum of twen-
ty-five percent of the anount appropriated for such grants to award to
institutions wth an operating budget of between five hundred thousand
one dollars and one mllion dollars per year. The conmi ssioner of educa-
tion shall allocate a mninmum of twenty-five percent of the anount
appropriated for such grants to award to institutions with an operating
budget in excess of one mllion dollars per year.

5. On or before March fifteenth, two thousand twenty-two and on or
before March first of each year thereafter, the conm ssioner of educa-
tion shall submit to the chairs of the senate finance and the assenbly
ways and neans conmittees, and the director of the budget. a report
detailing the inplenentation of the provisions of this section, the
extent of participation by eligible institutions, the relationship of
the prograns provided to school curricula, and the geographic dispersion
of funds and participating institutions.

8 4. This act shall take effect on the three hundred sixty-fifth day
after it shall have becone a law. Effective inmmediately the addition
amendnent and/or repeal of any rule or regulation necessary for the
i npl ementation of this act on its effective date are authorized to be
made and conpl eted on or before such date.
