AN ACT to anend the public service law, in relation to providing for the
notification of inpending emergencies by electric corporations

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The public service |law is anended by adding a new section
54 to read as foll ows:

8 54. Notification of inpending energencies. 1. Every electric corpo-
ration shall notify the chief executive officer of a municipality or the
desi gnat ed agency head or departnent head of a nmunicipality when there
is an inpending electrical energency that may affect the municipality.
Each nmunicipality notified of a pending electrical energency shal
provide appropriate notice and information to designated nedia outlets,
including but not limted to electronic, print, internet or other desig-
nated public nmedia outlets serving such affected nmunicipality.

2. (a) The commi ssion, in conjunction with the attorney general, shal
promul gate rules and requl ations necessary to enforce the provisions of
this section. The conm ssion shall solicit input fromelectric corpo-
rations and nmunicipal officials in the process of fornulating such rules
and reqgul ati ons.

(b) Such rules and regulations shall include but not be linmited to
establishing protocols which address the magnitude and severity of the
i npendi ng energency, as well as protocols for notification of the
publi c.
