AN ACT to anend the public service | aw and the general business law, in
relation to third party notification

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 40 of the public service | aw, as anended by chapter
631 of the laws of 1992, is anended to read as foll ows:

8 40. Voluntary third-party [#retiece—prior—totermnation—-of—service]
notification. 1. Every utility corporation or municipality shall permt
a residential customer to designate a third-party to receive notice of
the total amount due or past due on all bills, the anpbunts of any
paynents paid by or on behalf of such residential custoner, and copies
of all notices relating to termnation of service [e+~] and notices
relating to collection of anbunts due sent to such residential custoner,
provided that the designated third-party indicates in witing a willing-
ness to receive such noti ces.

2. Every utility corporation or nunicipality shall pernmt a |andlord,
upon witten request of both the Iandlord and tenant, to designate a
third-party to be notified of all requests for discontinuance of service
to units owned by such | andl ord.
