AN ACT to anend the civil rights law, in relation to creating a private
right of action for unconsented renoval or tanmpering with a sexually
protective device

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The civil rights law is anended by adding a new section
52-c to read as foll ows:

8 52-c. Private right of action for unconsented renoval or tanpering
with a sexually protective device. 1. Any person who engaged in sexual
intercourse, oral sexual conduct or anal sexual conduct., as defined in
section 130.00 of the penal law, with another person that was nutually
agreed upon by the parties involved with the explicit understanding and
know edge that a sexually protective device would be used to help
prevent or safeguard against pregnancy or a sexually transmitted
infection shall have a private right of action for damages against such
ot her person under any of the follow ng conditions:

(a) The other person intentionally and w thout consent renoved or
tanpered with such sexually protective device during such sexual inter-
course, oral sexual conduct or anal sexual conduct, in a nmanner likely
to render such device ineffective for its conmmbn purpose;

(b) The other person intentionally and wi thout consent used a sexually
protective device during such sexual intercourse, oral sexual conduct or
anal sexual conduct that such other person knew had been tanpered with
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in a manner likely to render such device ineffective for its conmon
ur pose; or

(c) The other person intentionally nmsled the person into believing
that a sexually protective device was being used by such other person
during such sexual intercourse, oral sexual conduct or anal sexua
conduct, and such sexually protective device was known by such other
person to be either not used or inoperable.

2. Past consent to sexual activity wthout the use of a sexually
protective device shall not alone constitute consent to sexual activity
without the use of a sexually protective device at any future tine.

3. Damages recovered by a plaintiff pursuant to this section shal
include conpensatory damages. In addition thereto, the trier of fact
nmay  award punitive damages and such other non-npnetary relief as may be
appropriate. In awardi ng damages, the court nmay consider the enotional
inpact of the defendant's conduct., including but not limted to, the

risk of sexually transmtted diseases, and the risk of nonconsensual

pregnancy.
4, Nothing in this section shall be deened to abrogate or otherw se

limt any right or renedy otherwi se conferred by federal or state |aw
including but not limted to, any right or renedy related to child
support, nor shall any award under this section be used to offset child
support obligations that nay arise in connection with this section.

5. For purposes of this section, the term"sexually protective device"
shall nmean any one of the following intended to prevent pregnancy or
sexually transmitted infection: male or fenmale condom spernicide,
di aphragm cervical cap, contraceptive sponge, dental dam or another
physi cal device
