AN ACT to anmend the civil service law, in relation to equal pay for
simlar work protections for protected cl asses

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraph (c) of subdivision 1 of section 118 of the «civil
service law, as anended by a chapter of the laws of 2019 anendi ng the
civil service lawrelating to equal pay for simlar work protections for
protected cl asses, as proposed in legislative bills nunbers S. 6436 and
A. 7748-A, is anended to read as foll ows:

(c) The principle of fair and equal pay for simlar work or substan-
tially simlar work, when viewed as a conposite of skill, effort, and
responsibility, and performed wunder simlar working conditions, and
wi t hout discrimnation based on status within a protected class, shal
be followed in the classification and reclassification and the all o-
cation and reallocation of positions pursuant to this article and al
positions having the sanme[—e+—substantially—siwtlar-] title shall be
all ocated to the sane salary grade. For the purposes of this section,
the term "protected class" includes age, race, creed, color, nationa
origin, sexual orientation, gender identity or expression, mlitary
status, sex, disability, predisposing genetic characteristics, famli al
status, nmarital status, or donestic violence victim status, and any
enpl oyee protected fromdiscrimnation pursuant to paragraphs (a), (b)
and (c) of subdivision one of section two hundred ninety-six of the
executive law, and any intern protected fromdi scrimnation pursuant to
section two hundred ninety-six-c of the executive |aw.

8§ 2. Paragraph (c) of subdivision 2 of section 118 of the civil
service law, as added by a chapter of the laws of 2019 anending the
civil service lawrelating to equal pay for simlar work protections for
protected cl asses, as proposed in legislative bills nunmbers S. 6436 and
A, 7748-A, is anended to read as follows:

(c) To ensure that no enployee wth status wthin one or nore
protected class or classes shall be paid a wage at a rate less than the
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rate at which an enpl oyee without status within the same protected class
or classes in the sane title and sane establishnent is paid for sinmlar
work or substantially simlar work. For the purposes of this paragraph,
enpl oyees shall be deemed to work in the sanme establishnent if the
enpl oyees work for the same enpl oyer at workplaces located in the sane
geographical region, no larger than a county, taking into account popu-
| ation distribution, economc activity, and/or the presence of rmunici-
palities.

8§ 3. This act shall take effect on the sanme date and in the sane
manner as a chapter of the laws of 2019 anending the civil service |aw
relating to equal pay for simlar work protections for protected class-
es, as proposed in legislative bills nunbers S. 6436 and A 7748-A
t akes effect.
