Section 1. Notw thstanding any provision of law, rule or regulation to
the contrary, monthly assessnents due for any period prior to Cctober 1,
2020, fromresidential health facilities located in any area designated
as a Health Professional Shortage Area or serving a nedically under-
served popul ati on and experiencing a nmedi cal assistance utilization rate
of eighty-five percent or greater as appropriately reported pursuant to
section 2807-d of the public health | aw on or before Decenber 31, 2020
shall not be subject to interest or penalties as otherwise provided in
such section 2807-d; provided, however, that the residential health care
facility nust either pay such anpbunts or enter into a repaynent agree-
ment for said amount with the conmi ssioner of health under terns accept-
abl e to such conmi ssioner on or before March 31, 2021; provided further,
however, that with regard to all assessment, interest and penalty
amounts col |l ected by the commi ssioner of health by the effective date of
this act the interest and penalty provisions of section 2807-d of the
public health Iaw shall renmain in full force and effect and such anounts
collected shall not be subject to further reconciliation or adjustnent.
Heal t h Prof essional Shortage Areas and nedically underserved popul ati ons
shall be established based on designations of areas as such under
section 3320(b)(3) of the Federal Public Health Service Act as anended

shall include those areas designated by the secretary of health and
human services as an area with a shortage of personal health services,
or a popul ation group designated by the comm ssioner of health as being
underserved in the area of residential health care facility services.
