bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subparagraph (xx) of paragraph (a) of subdivision 3 of
section 1903 of the real property tax |aw, as anmended by chapter 119 of
the |l aws of 2019, is amended to read as foll ows:

(xx) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, in an approved
assessing unit in the town of O arkstown, county of Rockland and for
current base proportions to be determined by taxes based on such
approved assessing unit's two thousand seventeen--two thousand ei ght een,
two thousand ei ghteen--two thousand nineteen |[assesspent], [ard] two
thousand nineteen--two thousand twenty and two thousand twenty--two
t housand twenty-one assessnent rolls, the current base proportion of any
class shall not exceed the adjusted base proportion or adjusted propor-
tion, whichever is appropriate, of the imedi ately precedi ng year, by
nmore than one percent, provided that such approved assessing unit has
passed a local |law, ordinance or resolution providing therefor. Were
the conmputation of current base proportions would otherw se produce such
result, the current base proportion of such class or classes shall be
limted to such one percent increase and the |egislative body of such
approved assessing unit shall alter the current base proportion of
either class so that the sumof the current base proportions equals one.
