The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdi vision 1 of section 305 of the agriculture and
mar kets law i s anended by addi ng a new paragraph f to read as foll ows:

f. Notwithstanding any other provision of lawto the contrary, the
owner of real property which qualified for an agricultural assessnent on
the two thousand twenty -- two thousand twenty-one assessnent roll and
is not producing an average annual gross sales value of at |east either
ten thousand dollars or nore or fifty thousand dollars or nore, as such
val ue would normally be deternmi ned pursuant to section three hundred one
of this article may nevertheless qualify for an agricultural assessnent
on the two thousand twenty-one -- two thousand twenty-two assessnent
roll provided the owner shall substantiate in such manner, incl uding.
but not limted to, analysis by an entity with recognized expertise in
farm production and finances, such as cooperative extension or a farm
credit institution or federal farm agency, as prescribed by the comis-
sioner of taxation and finance that the agricultural production initi-
ated on such land would have produced an average annual gross sales
value of ten thousand dollars or nore or fifty thousand dollars or nore
over the tine period beginning on January first, two thousand nineteen
and ending on Decenber thirty-first, two thousand twenty but for the
effects of the state disaster energency declared pursuant to executive
order nunber two hundred two of two thousand twenty.

§ 2. This act shall take effect imediately and shall expire and be
deened repeal ed January 1, 2022
