AN ACT to anend the economnic devel opnent | aw and the state finance | aw,
in relation to certain requirements for and restrictions on econom c
devel opnent grant recipients

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as the "jobs
protection act".

§ 2. Subdivision 19 of section 100 of the econonic developnent law is
anmended by addi ng a new paragraph (c) to read as foll ows:

(c) to adopt reqgulations in accordance with section eleven-a of the
state finance law, to establish the terns and conditions of repaynent,
including specifying the conditions wunder which repaynent nay be
deferred, following a determ nation by the conmission of a legitimate
har dshi p.

8 3. The state finance law is anended by adding a new section 1l-a to
read as fol |l ows:

8 11-a. Requirenents for econom c devel opnent grant recipients. 1.
Any person or business organization that receives an award or grant
through any econonic devel opnent program where such award or grant al so
requires the creation of jobs, shall not reduce the nunber of enployees
who were enployed within the state at the tine such person or business
organi zation accepted the financial assistance for five vyears after
receiving such assistance or during the termof the award or grant,
whi chever is longer, unless the full anmpunt of assistance is repaid to
the state and a penalty equal to five percent of the total assistance
received is paid to the state. As used in this section, the term "busi -
ness" shall include any division of a business or subsidiary institution
controlled, directly or indirectly, by another institution.

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2. The commissioner of econonic developnent shall consult with the
conm ssioner of the departnent of environnental conservation to deter-
mne whether an applicant for an econonic devel opnent grant has been
found to be in violation of any laws, rules or reqgulations of the
depart nent.

3. No applicant shall be awarded an econom ¢ devel opment grant if such
applicant has been fined nore than ten thousand dollars, in the aggre-
gate, for violations by the occupational safety and health adminis-
tration within the ten years preceding the tine of application.

4. Applicants for econonic developnent grants shall provide the
following infornmation in connection with any application: (a) nunber and
types of full-tinme and part-tinme enployees of the applicant and nedi an
annual wage and benefit levels by job classification; (b) if applicable,
the nunmber and types of full-time and part-tinme jobs originally commt-
ted, as per agreenent with award requirenents, and nedian annual wage
and benefit levels by job classification; (c) nunber of full-tine and
part-tinme jobs retained to date; (d) nunber of full-time and part-tinme
tenporary construction jobs created by applicant to date; (e) nunber of
full-tine and part-tine non-construction jobs created by applicant to
date; (f) nmedian annual wage and benefit levels by job classification of
full-tine and part-tine, construction and non-construction jobs created
and retained to date; (g) actual date of hire for construction and non-
construction jobs; (h)(1) nunber and percent of total jobs created to
date of New York residents, separated by construction and non-construc-
tion enployees:; (2) nunber and percent of total jobs created to date of
local residents, defined as those residing within the netropolitan
statistical area (MSA), nmicropolitan statistical area (MSA)., or county
not within an MSA or MSA, in which a project occurs, separated by
construction and non-construction enployees; (i) recipient use of union
construction apprenticeship progranms or any other local workforce devel -
opnment program original and to date; (j) whether or not the applicant
conplied with each aspect of the state smart growth public infrastruc-
ture policy act; (k) the benchmarks for the current reporting vear; (1)
whether or not the applicant has net each benchmark and if not, the
financial assistance anpunt the state has recaptured during the current
vear and to date; and (m whether the application has a subsidy recap-
ture provision.

8 4. This act shall take effect imediately.
