AN ACT to anend the banking law, in relation to nortgage | oan servicers

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. Section 595-b of the banking |law is anended by addi ng two
new subdivisions 3 and 4 to read as foll ows:

3. Actions and danages. (a) Any person who has been injured by reason
of any violation of any such rules, regulations or policies as the
superintendent may prormulgate to effectuate the purposes of this arti-
cle, including but not limted to 3 NYCRR 419 or any subsequently
promul gat ed nortgage servicing rules pursuant to this subdivision, my:

(i) Bring an action in his or her own nane;

(ii) Assert a counterclaim or

(iii) If an action is commenced by the nortgagee or anyone acting on
its behalf, bring a third party claim against either the nortgagee
and/or the nortgage servicer to enjoin any violations thereof.

(b) The person injured pursuant to this section:

(i) My recover statutory damages of one thousand dollars per
vi ol ati on;

(ii) May recover treble actual damages; and

(iii) 1If awarded danmages or injunctive relief, shall also be entitled
to recover costs and expenses., including but not limted to reasonable
attorneys' fees.

(c) The nortgagee and the nortgage servicer shall be jointly and
severally liable for any recoveries by an injured nortgagor in any
action brought pursuant to this subdivision.

4. Conpliance with rules, regulations or policies. Conpliance with any
such rules, requlations or policies as the superintendent nmay pronul gate
to effectuate the purposes of this article, including but not linmted to

lations or policies shall be a defense to a foreclosure action or action
on the note, even if servicing has been transferred to a different nort-
gage servicer when a foreclosure action or action on the note is
commenced..
